USB Archive

Local archiving is a feature of the SonicWALL CDP Enterprise 

Manager that allows an administrator to archive some or all of 

the contents of your SonicWALL CDP appliance onto a USB 

device. This feature can also be used to create a portable 

backup that can be restored at another site that does not have a

SonicWALL CDP appliance. Data can be archived to the USB 

device in encrypted format.
